We do invite outside agencies into the nursery for the children to have the opportunity to meet animals both familiar and unfamiliar. We will ensure that all the animals are safe to be in the proximity of the children and do not pose a health risk. 

Some of the animals the children will be coming into contact with will be: 

- ponies and farm animals (on excursions)

- Spiders             - Snakes 

- Giant snails       - Rabbits

- Chickens           - Beetles

- Camelon            - Reptiles
It goes without saying that we will adhere to health and safety procedures at all times, ensuring that children are adequately supervised whilst either visiting the farm or when we have visiting animals. All children wash their hands thoroughly before, during and after their visit.  

Parents will need to sign a permission form before the children visit any animals or meet animals in nursery. Any allergies, religious /cultural restrictions or other reasons for the non-involvement of these activities can be stated.
